    Visit to Kanlungan  

             Jan/Feb 2010
 
As a member of Wheatley Lane Methodist Church I have been involved over the last few years fund raising for Kanlungan. Then by God’s will I was given an opportunity to receive a deeper understanding of this amazing organisation.


Back in January 2008 the church received an invitation to visit Kanlungan, from Sol, the Executive Director, which I instantly dismissed. However God didn’t and two years later he provided me with the funds to travel to the Philippines. Prior to my departure I was very excited yet apprehensive as I had never travelled abroad without my family, and here I was travelling thousands of miles, with a group of people I barely knew.  My ‘comfort blanket’ was that my dear friends Frank and Esther would be there in Manila to support me throughout the trip. Any concerns I had quickly disappeared as I was immersed into the wonderful Christian ethos of Kanlungan, and I witnessed the staff’s gentle and firm responses to their challenging work. It is difficult to focus on a specific moment that affected me as the whole experience was so enlightening and rewarding. Our visits to the communities which Kanlungan work in gave a good insight into where the children and their families live – some were fortunate to have make-shift shelters as their homes whilst others live on the streets. I was touched by the warm welcomes we constantly received from the street families and how proud these people were to show us their ‘homes’.  Their contentment and joy was infectious and to me emphasised the important things in life which can often be forgotten. Seeing the strong relationships of the street pastors, who are trained social workers, with individuals in the communities was inspirational. Their interactions were positive and supportive towards everyone they met and God’s presence was clearly evident in their work.


Our visits to the Open Centre at Malate were always enjoyable, fun and enthralling. The drop-in centre offers street children a safe, friendly and caring environment for a wash, clean clothes, food etc.  The staff’s dedication and faith shone through the place as did their sincere love for each child. I felt truly

humble as I watched the children and staff praise the Lord through different media. One memorable moment at the centre was when a small boy appeared at the door. On recognising Roel, a staff member, the boy ran towards him for a much-needed hug. I watched in amazement at this tender moment and observed the dirt that had transferred from this child to Roel’s clothes. In a seamless operation by Roel the boy was showered, dressed in clean clothes and returned to the group – it was incredible to see this tranquil and effective transformation. Throughout the morning the child sought and received love and attention from the staff. For me the centre was full of abundant love coupled with a stunning sense of hope for each child present. 


I write this, only days after returning from the Philippines, so it is difficult to covey the full impact of the visit on me as an individual. I know that God has been patient with me over the last few years as I have renewed and deepened my relationship with Him in active and meaningful prayer. Through Sol and her inspirational team at Kanlungan I have been reminded of God’s great love for everyone. God will remain at the centre of my life, as he continues to reveal His plans for me, His humble and loving servant.

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Hundreds of Street Pastors and supporters met in London for the “Street Pastors” inaugural conference to share their experiences and consider how they can more effectively help the people out and about on Britain’s streets each weekend.

Speaking at the conference, London Mayor, Boris Johnson, praised the Street Pastors as, “people with the courage and the sense of public spirit to intervene with our kids who may be about to do something stupid or possibly even something fatal.”  “Street Pastors are already doing what you can, and I think it is high time London knew more about what you did and the whole of London followed your example.”

The Archbishop of York said, “I thank you for your commitment, your compassion, and the reality and groundedness of your love for your fellow human beings. Your work and your service is a wonderful example of God at work in the world, and it is so encouraging to know that you are out and about on the streets of our cities, touching the lives of many people who are frequently directionless, aimless, sometimes faith-less, and often hopeless.”
“Your presence on the streets is bringing God's refuge into the lives of people who need it. “   “Wherever we are God is our protection, our defender and our support.”

and God's comfort beside you.

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In Pendle, Street Pastors are out and about on the streets of Pendle on Friday and Saturday nights. Sometimes they may be found up on the car stack in Nelson – a place where sadly in recent times young people have chosen to end their lives – here they meet to pray for the troubled youth that they meet, and for victim’s families. 

This year more people have been recruited and trained, and more volunteers are always welcome. The local police are very appreciative of the role that Street Pastors play, and are convinced that their work makes a substantial contribution to the decline in anti social behaviour.
